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Collect evidence of or samples from each category in a container eg a feather may be evidence of a predator.  Draw or glue in suitable examples back at school or perhaps do a class display. Don’t pick up bities!

This activity explores how food chains operate in the rainforest. Using energy from the Sun, plants produce their own food. Thus they are called producers.  Many animals feed off them directly. They are consumers. These animals may then be eaten by other animals called predators. At death plants and animals (organisms) are broken down into the soil as nutrients by decomposers like bacteria and fungi.
